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Regarding pressure switches, a mechanical device 
that opens or closes a circuit when a preset pressure 
is reached, there are typically two types of electrical 
switches used inside these units. In these examples 
we will use a switch set at 100psi on the rise. 

The Creeper Switch: This switch uses two contact 
points, when closed or touching together complete the 
circuit. The first contact point is stationary and the 
second moves toward the first as pressure increases. 
When the pressure increases to100psi the contacts 
touch or close. This activates the circuit. The circuit 
will stay activated as pressure goes beyond 100psi but 
will open when dropping below 100psi. For some 
applications this is fine. On the other hand if pressure 
hovers around 100psi and slightly less you can have a 
chattering effect. This causes the circuit to open and 
close rapidly and can be a big problem. 

The Snap Action Switch: This switch is made 
differently. When 100psi is reached these contacts 
snap closed (a solid electrical connection). Again the 
circuit will stay activated beyond 100psi. The 
difference is when pressure drops below 100psi. This 
switch has a "Dead Band" or "Differential" of about 10 
to 15%. This means that when the switch closes at 
100psi, the pressure will have to drop 10% before it 
opens back up or changes states. So the switch won't 
change states until pressure drops to about 90psi at 
which point it snaps open. It's either on or off, no 
chattering.
